It is truly right and good, always and everywhere, with our whole heart and mind and voice, 
to praise you, the invisible, almighty, and eternal God, and your only-begotten Son, Jesus 
Christ our Lord; for he is the true Paschal Lamb, who at the feast of the Passover paid for us 
the debt of Adam’s sin, and by his blood delivered your faithful people. 

This is the night, when you brought our fathers, the children of Israel, out of bondage in 
Egypt, and led them through the Red Sea on dry land. 

This is the night, when all who believe in Christ are delivered from the gloom of sin, and are 
restored to grace and holiness of life. 

This is the night, when Christ broke the bonds of death and hell, and rose victorious from the 
grave. 

How wonderful and beyond our knowing, O God, is your mercy and loving-kindness to us, 
that to redeem a slave, you gave a Son. 

How holy is this night, when wickedness is put to flight, and sin is washed away. It restores 
innocence to the fallen, and joy to those who mourn. It casts out pride and hatred, and 
brings peace and concord. 

How blessed is this night, when earth and heaven are joined and man is reconciled to God. 

Holy Father, accept our evening sacrifice, the offering of this candle in your honor. May it 
shine continually to drive away all darkness. May Christ, the Morning Star who knows no 
setting, find it ever burning—he who gives his light to all creation, and who lives and reigns 
for ever and ever.

The Liturgy of the Word 
The congregation is seated throughout. 

Opening Sentence  Book of Common Prayer p. 288 

The Flood: Genesis 7:1-5, 11-18, 8:6-18, 9:8-13 
The LORD said to Noah, “Go into the ark, 
you and all your household, for I have 
seen that you alone are righteous before 
me in this generation. Take with you 
seven pairs of all clean animals, the male 
and its mate; and a pair of the animals 
that are not clean, the male and its mate; 
and seven pairs of the birds of the air also, 
male and female, to keep their kind alive 
on the face of all the earth. For in seven 
days I will send rain on the earth for  
forty days and forty nights; and every  
living thing that I have made I will blot 
out from the face of the ground.” And 
Noah did all that the LORD had com-
manded him. 

In the six hundredth year of Noah’s 
life, in the second month, on the seven-
teenth day of the month, on that day all 
the fountains of the great deep burst forth, 
and the windows of the heavens were 
opened. The rain fell on the earth forty 
days and forty nights. On the very same 
day Noah with his sons, Shem and Ham 
and Japheth, and Noah’s wife and the 
three wives of his sons entered the ark, 
they and every wild animal of every kind, 
and all domestic animals of every kind, 
and every creeping thing that creeps on 
the earth, and every bird of every kind—
every bird, every winged creature. They 
went into the ark with Noah, two and two 

of all flesh in which there was the breath 
of life. And those that entered, male and 
female of all flesh, went in as God had 
commanded him; and the LORD shut 
him in. 

The flood continued forty days on the 
earth; and the waters increased, and bore 
up the ark, and it rose high above the 
earth. The waters swelled and increased 
greatly on the earth; and the ark floated 
on the face of the waters. 

At the end of forty days Noah opened 
the window of the ark that he had made 
and sent out the raven; and it went to and 
fro until the waters were dried up from 
the earth. Then he sent out the dove  
from him, to see if the waters had sub-
sided from the face of the ground; but the 
dove found no place to set its foot, and it 
returned to him to the ark, for the waters 
were still on the face of the whole earth. 
So he put out his hand and took it and 
brought it into the ark with him. He 
waited another seven days, and again  
he sent out the dove from the ark; and  
the dove came back to him in the evening, 
and there in its beak was a freshly 
plucked olive leaf; so Noah knew that the 
waters had subsided from the earth. Then 
he waited another seven days, and sent 
out the dove; and it did not return to him 
any more. 



In the six hundred first year, in the first 
month, the first day of the month, the wa-
ters were dried up from the earth; and 
Noah removed the covering of the ark, 
and looked, and saw that the face of the 
ground was drying. In the second month, 
on the twenty-seventh day of the month, 
the earth was dry. Then God said to 
Noah, “Go out of the ark, you and your 
wife, and your sons and your sons’ wives 
with you. Bring out with you every living 
thing that is with you of all flesh—birds 
and animals and every creeping thing that 
creeps on the earth—so that they may 
abound on the earth, and be fruitful and 
multiply on the earth.” So Noah went out 
with his sons and his wife and his sons’ 
wives. 

Then God said to Noah and to his sons 
with him, “As for me, I am establishing 
my covenant with you and your descend-
ants after you, and with every living  
creature that is with you, the birds, the  
domestic animals, and every animal of the 
earth with you, as many as came out of 
the ark. I establish my covenant with you, 
that never again shall all flesh be cut off 
by the waters of a flood, and never again 
shall there be a flood to destroy the earth.” 
God said, “This is the sign of the covenant 
that I make between me and you and 
every living creature that is with you, for 
all future generations: I have set my bow 
in the clouds, and it shall be a sign of the 
covenant between me and the earth.”

Israel’s deliverance at the Red Sea: Exodus 14:10-31; 15:20-21 
As Pharaoh drew near, the Israelites 
looked back, and there were the Egyp-
tians advancing on them. In great fear the 
Israelites cried out to the Lord. They said 
to Moses, “Was it because there were no 
graves in Egypt that you have taken us 
away to die in the wilderness? What have 
you done to us, bringing us out of Egypt? 

Is this not the very thing we told you in 
Egypt, ‘Let us alone and let us serve the 
Egyptians’? For it would have been better 
for us to serve the Egyptians than to die in 
the wilderness.” But Moses said to the 
people, “Do not be afraid, stand firm, and 
see the deliverance that the Lord will ac-
complish for you today; for the Egyptians 



whom you see today you shall never see 
again. The Lord will fight for you, and 
you have only to keep still.” 

Then the Lord said to Moses, “Why do 
you cry out to me? Tell the Israelites to go 
forward. But you lift up your staff, and 
stretch out your hand over the sea and di-
vide it, that the Israelites may go into the 
sea on dry ground. Then I will harden the 
hearts of the Egyptians so that they will 
go in after them; and so I will gain glory 
for myself over Pharaoh and all his army, 
his chariots, and his chariot drivers. And 
the Egyptians shall know that I am the 
Lord, when I have gained glory for myself 
over Pharaoh, his chariots, and his chariot 
drivers.” 

The angel of God who was going be-
fore the Israelite army moved and went 
behind them; and the pillar of cloud 
moved from in front of them and took its 
place behind them. It came between the 
army of Egypt and the army of Israel. 
And so the cloud was there with the dark-
ness, and it lit up the night; one did not 
come near the other all night. 

Then Moses stretched out his hand 
over the sea. The Lord drove the sea back 
by a strong east wind all night, and 
turned the sea into dry land; and the wa-
ters were divided. The Israelites went into 
the sea on dry ground, the waters forming 
a wall for them on their right and on their 
left. The Egyptians pursued, and went 
into the sea after them, all of Pharaoh’s 
horses, chariots, and chariot drivers. At 
the morning watch the Lord in the pillar 

of fire and cloud looked down upon the 
Egyptian army, and threw the Egyptian 
army into panic. He clogged their chariot 
wheels so that they turned with difficulty. 
The Egyptians said, “Let us flee from the 
Israelites, for the Lord is fighting for them 
against Egypt.” 

Then the Lord said to Moses, “Stretch 
out your hand over the sea, so that the 
water may come back upon the Egyp-
tians, upon their chariots and chariot driv-
ers.” So Moses stretched out his hand 
over the sea, and at dawn the sea returned 
to its normal depth. As the Egyptians fled 
before it, the Lord tossed the Egyptians 
into the sea. The waters returned and cov-
ered the chariots and the chariot drivers, 
the entire army of Pharaoh that had fol-
lowed them into the sea; not one of them 
remained. But the Israelites walked on 
dry ground through the sea, the waters 
forming a wall for them on their right and 
on their left. 

Thus the Lord saved Israel that day 
from the Egyptians; and Israel saw the 
Egyptians dead on the seashore. Israel 
saw the great work that the Lord did 
against the Egyptians. So the people 
feared the Lord and believed in the Lord 
and in his servant Moses. 

Then the prophet Miriam, Aaron’s sis-
ter, took a tambourine in her hand; and all 
the women went out after her with tam-
bourines and with dancing. And Miriam 
sang to them: “Sing to the Lord, for he has 
triumphed gloriously; horse and rider he 
has thrown into the sea.”

I will make with you an everlasting cov-
enant, my steadfast, sure love for David.  

See, I made him a witness to the peo-
ples, a leader and commander for the 
peoples. See, you shall call nations that 
you do not know, and nations that do 
not know you shall run to you, because 
of the Lord your God, the Holy One of 
Israel, for he has glorified you.  

Seek the Lord while he may be 
found, call upon him while he is near; 

let the wicked forsake their way, and 
the unrighteous their thoughts; let them 
return to the Lord, that he may have 
mercy on them, and to our God, for he 
will abundantly pardon.  

For my thoughts are not your 
thoughts, nor are your ways my ways, 
says the Lord. For as the heavens are 
higher than the earth, so are my ways 
higher than your ways and my 
thoughts than your thoughts. For as the 
rain and the snow come down from 
heaven, and do not return there until 
they have watered the earth, making it 
bring forth and sprout, giving seed to 
the sower and bread to the eater, so 
shall my word be that goes out from my 
mouth; it shall not return to me empty, 
but it shall accomplish that which I pur-
pose, and succeed in the thing for which 
I sent it.

On the first day of the week, at early 
dawn, the women who had come with 
Jesus from Galilee came to the tomb, tak-
ing the spices that they had prepared. 
They found the stone rolled away from 
the tomb, but when they went in, they 
did not find the body. While they were 
perplexed about this, suddenly two men 
in dazzling clothes stood beside them. 
The women were terrified and bowed 
their faces to the ground, but the men 
said to them, “Why do you look for the 
living among the dead? He is not here, 
but has risen. Remember how he told 
you, while he was still in Galilee, that the 

Son of Man must be handed over to sin-
ners, and be crucified, and on the third 
day rise again.” Then they remembered 
his words, and returning from the tomb, 
they told all this to the eleven and to all 
the rest. Now it was Mary Magdalene,  
Joanna, Mary the mother of James, and 
the other women with them who told this 
to the apostles. But these words seemed 
to them an idle tale, and they did not be-
lieve them. But Peter got up and ran to 
the tomb; stooping and looking in, he 
saw the linen cloths by themselves; then 
he went home, amazed at what had  
happened.
